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Gadsden proposes $100 million bond

Gadsden City Council passed a
resolution to move forward with
the pursuit of a $115 million bond
for capital improvements includ-
ed in the budget for 2025.

The bond has been in the works
for three years as part of the
GROW Gadsden Master plan.

1The input for this project,
and for this bond, is right here,T
Mayor Craig Ford said, holding
up a copy of the GROW Gadsden
plan. iThis is the peopleis plan.
This is why we did the GROW
master plan throughout the com-
munity to see what the people
wanted.T

These funds will be used for
improvements of sports and rec-

reation, infrastructure, public
works and arts and entertainment.
Council member Jason Wilson
said this will authorize the mayor
to negotiate debts on behalf of the
city.

“Just for full clarifcation, that
doesnit necessarily mean we are
borrowing $115 million,” Wilson
said. 1...What this says is that we
will do whatever it takes to result
in the city receiving $115 million
in proceeds from these bond is-
sues.T

Although there were some
anxieties around the decision to
pursue a bond of this amount,
Council member Tonya Latham
said she feels that this will enable

the growth of Gadsden for gen-
erations to come.

il think we have failed to rec-
ognize that Gadsden has been
labeled as a retirement city,T
Latham said. iMake no doubt,
the time is now. With this mayor
and with this council to make the
necessary decisions that are con-
ducive for those generations that
are coming to even want to reside
in this city.T

In the fall, Mayor Craig Ford
will travel to New York to request
a bond rating and present that to
the city council once the fgures
are fnalized. Projects will begin
as soon as the bond money comes
in.

Gadsden used a bond for the
construction of Gadsden City
High School, which will be paid
off in 2033, according to Ford.
The largest bond Gadsden previ-
ously took out was $25 million
for The Venue at Coosa Landing,
according to Iva Nelson, Gadsden
city clerk.

Also during the meeting, the
council agreed to amend the
budget by $13,115,000. $11.1
million will go toward the West
Meighan Sports Complex, $1
million for furniture for the new
city hall, $600,000 for the relo-
cation of police dispatch services
and $415,000 for a new garbage
truck.

The city council approved the
contract with Etowah County
Commission and the sheriffis
offce regarding the housing of
Gadsden City inmates at the
Etowah prison. The last contract
that was proposed included a
clause that any of the three part-
ners could opt out of the agree-
ment by giving a 12 month no-
tice. This new agreement says
the contract can be ended only if
there is a unanimous vote by the
county commission.

The contract will be sent to the
sheriff's offce and county com-
missioners for their approval be-
fore it is fnalized.

Gadsden starts RISE plan for projects

Mayor Craig Ford has proposed a $100+ million bond
that will fund a number of major projects and initiatives
around the city in the coming years. These projects and ini-
tiatives are all a part of the RISE project.

The City has recently received its yearly audit report,
which shows that the city is in its strongest fnancial shape
in decades, according to auditors.

1By making smart choices, weive been able to make
improvements while steadily reducing our debt service...T
said Gadsden Mayor Craig Ford. iWeire ready to take the
next step and capitalize on our fnancial situation by dream-
ing big and launching the Gadsden RISE plan: Reimagine,
Invest, Strategic planning and Economic development.
We can do this without adding any new taxes or fees,T he
added.

The biggest project in the RISE plan is the Gadsden Ath-
letic Center (GAC), which will feature an aquatic center,
16 volleyball courts, 10 pickleball courts, eight basketball
courts, four baseball/softball felds and a 1.25-mile walking
track.

According to a preliminary study by the Sports Facilities
Companies in Tampa, Fla., the GAC is expected to create
more than 2,400 jobs and have an economic impact of at
least $190 million.

The GAC will replace the West Meighan Sports Com-
plex, and construction is expected to begin in early 2026.

1This is the peopleis plan. We met with them and listened
to what they want to see in Gadsden,T Ford said.

Last year, the city completed the GROW Gadsden master
plan that lays out development priorities for the next sev-
eral decades.

All projects from the RISE plan come from the master
plan, including riverfront development, arts and culture
projects and park improvements.

A friend and | were talking about ar-
chipelagos today. Well, we were actually
discussing how we both mispronounced
the word for years as TARKi-uh-puh-
LAH-go.T Itis actually pronounced iark-
uh-PEHL-ago.T This made me think of
an Instagram video | saw a while back
where a woman admits sheid spent years
mispronouncing ichamomileT (KAM-
mo-mil) as ishuh-MOM-ilay.T

Our discussion about what words we
mentally mispronounced sent me down
a rabbit hole on Reddit, and some of the
words people generously admitted to
mispronouncing are absolutely hysteri-
cal. There are the unsurprising (at least
for English teachers) words like Thyper-
bole,T often pronounced by students as
THYiper-bowlIT rather than Thy-PER-
boe-lee,T and TEX-press-ohT rather than
1ES-spress-oh,T but | was in tears at
some of the examples people posted.

There are some strong opinions re-
garding pronunciation, and | get it: the
way we say a word can not only impact

our spelling, it can also impede under-
standing and communication. However,
some differences in pronunciation and
usage are just the nature of speaking a
dynamic language, and of that language
being cobbled together from many other
languages, giving us many options in
our communication.

The phrase icobbled togetherT is one |
have always loved, and | wondered why
as | typed it. I think it is most likely that
it is just made up of words that have pos-
itive connotations. iTogetherT is a word
that rarely has negative usage. Instead,
it denotes cooperation, companionship,
and company. People get together, have
get-togethers, and do things together.
And, icobbleT makes me think of fairy
tales and little cabins in the woods, or
of hot deserts filled with fruits and sug-
ar. | also love a good cobblestone road
in front of a bookstore. So, icobbling
something togetherT sounds slightly
misshapen in a homey, comforting way
to me.

| also think Tcobbled-togetherT is a
good way to describe a lot of the daily
living we do. Most of us have some short
and long term goals that we are working
toward, but our daily and weekly lives
tend to be a little more on the cobbled-
together side. We have to try and set
schedules and keep up with appoint-
ments and make last minute adjustments
and fit in work and play and family and
hobbies and so much stuff. But, thatis
just part of this journey we are all on.

Which reminds me that | have decided
to stop referring to it as a ijourneyT be-
cause that automatically reduces living
to only the destination. Instead, 1 am
considering it a saunter. When we saun-
ter, we have time to stop and admire the
gardening, or sit on a bench and look at
the view, or chat with others on the same
path because we arenit all out of breath
from trying to travel from Point A to
Point B as quickly and efficiently as pos-
sible. Those continual adjustments and
detours and changes can be challenging
to navigate, and often they are frustrat-
ing if we are only focused on some sort
of imaginary, ideal, perfect way to idoT
life.

Reality is much less neat and orga-
nized than it is messy and surprising
and cobbled-together. In many ways, the
shifts and changes in spoken language
mirror the cobbled-together-ness of life
in general. Life and language are always
changing, and we often have to adjust.
The key is to adjust in ways that allow
for more togetherness and less Othering
and judging because we are all saun-
tering through this life on intersecting,
sometimes parallel, paths.

I recently read a book called Enlight-
ened by Sarah Perry that looks at sev-
eral characters trying to cobble together
lives and find happiness and fulfillment
amidst the unexpected, unknown and un-
said. | wonit spoil the read in case any-
one is interested--it is a gorgeous and
compelling story. But, one thing I loved

about it was that it is a celebration of
the beauty that can be found in the cob-
bled-together-ness of ordinary, everyday
lives and relationships. It was a lovely
reminder of how the daily adjustments
are just as important as future, potential
goals.

While reading the litany of pet peeves
regarding  pronunciation online, |
learned a few things © my favorite is
that a dialect or preferred pronunciation
of words by individuals is known as an
idiolect. This made me laugh because
at first glance, it looks like Tidiot-lect.T
which | think many of those complain-
ing online would be happy with. But, it
is actually referring to individual speech
habits, not a commentary on someoneis
level of intelligence.

This is a new-to-me term, and | love
it because it shifts the focus from some-
one being iwrongT to someone being
iunique.T On this path through life, when
there is so much pressure to conform, re-
membering that it is the cobbled-togeth-
er nature of our saunter through this life
that is what lends it beauty and meaning,
it helps to remember that Ralph Waldo
Emersonis reminder, iTo be yourself in
a world that is constantly trying to make
you something else is the greatest ac-
complishment.T

The countyis worst storm was in 1883

Looking"
at the

Back in April 1883, the worst storm
ever recorded in this immediate section
struck the south end of Etowah County
with terrifc force and how any of the
people of the vicinity escaped death has
always been a mystery.

Rain, accompanied by hail, lighting
and wind, fell in torrents for about one
hour. The wind was of cyclonic propor-
tions and did a great deal of damage.

In the direct track of the twister, houses
were literally blown to pieces, household
goods were scattered beyond recovery,
timber was leveled to the ground, and
horses and cattle were killed and injured.

Every house and fence and most of the
woodlands were blown away on some
farms, and not a stick of timber left to re-
place them, and yet the farmers and their
families escaped with nothing but bruises.

James McCartney lost his home, all
outbuildings and fences and his own mule
was killed. John Goreis ginhouse was to

pieces and all buildings on the place were
destroyed except his residence.

Mrs. Mary Bookeris home was un-
roofed, all fencing scattered and all tim-
ber blown down.

William Striplingis dwelling and fur-
nishings were scattered and all timber
was leveled. Every fowl on the place was
blown away and none recovered.

Allen McDonald lost all fencing and a
vast amount of ¥ne timber. John Sheffeld
lost all fencing. The home and all out-
buildings of Sam Lancaster and all fenc-
ing were destroyed. J.L. Massengale lost
all fencing and some timber. The Rev. Mr.
Cameron had a terrifying experience.

His dwelling and all household goods
were blown away. Water was blown from
Coosa River, a quarter of a mile from the
Cameron home, and literally fooded the
country for miles around. One of his little
children was caught in the food and had
a narrow escape.

At J.C. Stovallis place much fencing
was blown down and one ox was killed.
A.S. Griffn reported that his dwelling
was unroofed, his fences blown away, a
new buggy was shattered to bits and corn
scattered everywhere.

William McCann on R.H. Keelingis
farm lost his house and everything in it.
Jackson Boyles reported that his dwelling
and all household goods were destroyed.
Eight persons were in the house and they
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Damage photographed after a destructive storm.

were pinned under heavy timbers in such
a way as to save their lives.

George Carter in East Gadsden lost his
home and he was badly bruised by fying
timbers. His son, Nolen and the latteris
wife were painfully injured.

The newspaper writer happened to be
in Calhoun County about ten miles away

from the center of the storm, but even at
that distance the wind, rain and lighting
were simply terrifc. The next day the
south end of Etowah County was the pic-
ture of wreck and despair.

As a girl on fre after camp, | longed to be
a vessel through which God would ispread
His Love to everyone.T | had found happi-
ness in Him, and | wanted to ipass it on.T So,
on the last night of camp, my voice would
join in unison with all of my new friends and
Fire starters! We sang to the top of our voic-
es with conviction as we shouted, iPraise
God!T just like the sweet voices you can hear
in the Camp Mystic video.

My heart canit help but think that they,
like me, had gathered after vespers the night
before the terrible food to sing their even-
song.

One aspect of the argument is that
church leaders arenit to know what parish-
ioners give since this is a matter between
the giver and God. Some ministers ask the
fnancial offcer to share a general idea of
faithful givers when leaders are being cho-
sen. In these cases itis only the person who
prepares giving records who knows details.

I can remember only one time a church
leader urged me to show favoritism to peo-
ple known for their wealth. He said they
had kept the church afoat and previous

smiled sweetly, but thought in my heart of
hearts the pastor should offer friendship to
everyone despite their checkbook.

Peter Menek, a retired pastor, taught
a boys Sunday School class when | was
a teenager, and was a mentor to me as a
young pastor. He told about a local moon-
shiner who asked if he could give money
to the church. Mr. Menek said he took it
and replied, 1The devil has had this money
too long!T

I suppose individual churches must de-
cide for themselves how carefully to inves-
tigate the source of contributions.

However we do this we must try to
maintain the integrity of giving as between
Christians and God since Jesus taught us
not to iblow a trumpetT to announce our
gifts (Matthew 6: 1-4)..
