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Commercial drivers will soon have fines to pay for using
city roads as shortcuts during their deliveries as Gadsden
City Council voted to move forward with restrictions for
semi-trucks on city roads on Tuesday.

1This is something going along with cleaning up Gads-
den,T Mayor Craig Ford said. With our own paving crews
we continue to pave roads and trucks continue to use the
wrong routes.T

The truck routes will include any state-owned and main-
tained roadways, according to Heath Williamson, City of
Gadsden city engineer. The majority of roadways in city ar-
eas are not designed to withstand the weight of these larger
trucks, he said, so to ensure longevity of the roadways, the
city will do what it can to keep large weight bearing trucks
off these roads.

However, this will not affect deliveries to local busi-
nesses.

1The through trucks are to stay on those state routes, and
not take shortcuts through the city,T Williamson said. iBut
when they need to make a delivery, theyill have a manifest.
So, police officers see a truck on a non-state route and pulls
that truck over, if his manifest shows that he is directly
routed to that delivery location, that’s fine.”

Truck drivers are to use the most efficient path to and
from their delivery locations instead of continuing on city
streets, Williamson said.

City Council President, Kent Back, said during his seven
years in office he receives constant calls about tractor trail-
ers driving in neighborhoods, which are not currently built
for trucks.

1The integrity of the pavement isnit built for that weight
load,T Back said. ilt compromises our streets, which makes
us have to repave quicker than we should be repaving, and
itis just a safety hazard.T

Although the truck route is not an entirely new concept,
the city has had ordinances in place, this will enable the
enforceability of the route. Law enforcement will now be
able to pull over and fine trucks that are not on the correct
roads, according to Williamson.

The city will work with the Alabama Department of
Transportation on this project, and will also have to con-
sult with GPS companies on the implementation of the
new routes on their mapping systems, which typically
route drivers through the city, according to Williamson.

Council member, Tonya Latham, brought the issue to
the attention of the council earlier this year, as her district
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has seen increased deterioration of roadways due to use of
large trucks.

1l really want to thank you, councilmen, thank you may-
or and those who are working on the truck route,T Latham
said. iltis going to make a big difference, a huge differ-
ence, and us passing it today is taking steps to make our
neighborhoods safer.T

Alabama Power
sued over coal
ash In Gadsden

On behalf of Coosa Riverkeeper, the Southern Environ-
mental Law Center (SELC) filed a lawsuit against Alabama
Power Company over ongoing groundwater pollution from
Alabama Poweris failed closure by capping its leaking tox-
ic coal ash lagoon at the former Gadsden Steam Plant. This
ongoing pollution has been a problem since the lagoon was
capped in a manner that violates of the Resource Conserva-
tion and Recovery Act (RCRA) and the Coal Combustion
Residuals (CCR) Rule, which regulate coal ash disposal.

Coal ash is the byproduct of burning coal for energy gen-
eration. Alabama Power chose to store nearly 1.5 million
tons of toxic coal ash created at Plant Gadsden in an unlined
pit, in the floodplain, on the banks of Neely Henry Lake
and the Coosa River. Alabama Power icappedT the pond in
an unlined leaking pit, but the companyis own reports show
the ash underneath remains in contact with water & in fact,
nearly 40 percent of the ash remains saturated in water. As
recently as October 2024, Alabama Power reported levels
of arsenic forty times the legal standard in groundwater in
its testing wells. This shows that Alabama Poweris chosen
method of burying its toxic coal ash does not protect im-
portant groundwater resources. Alabama Power also relies
on a faulty groundwater monitoring system that does not
adequately measure how the magnitude of coal ash con-
tamination of the environment. These are clear violations
of national coal ash disposal standards.

“The citizens of Gadsden and folks who depend on Neely
Henry Lake deserve so much better than Alabama Poweris
legacy of pollution,T said Justinn Overton, Executive Di-
rector and Riverkeeper at Coosa Riverkeeper. iDrinking
water supply, booming ecotourism, and hard-working Ala-
bamians are all threatened by Alabama Poweris reckless-
ness. Itis time for Alabama Power to do the right thing and
move their ash.T

The coal ash pond is less than a mile upstream from a
drinking water intake for the Gadsden Water Works and
Sewer Board that provides drinking water to over 14,000
customers.

Federal court keeps Gadsden Jobs Corps open for now

A federal judge on Friday, July 25, pro-
hibited the U.S. Department of Labor from
terminating management contracts for 99
of 124 Jobs Corps Centers in the country,
keeping the centers in Gadsden and Mont-
gomery open in Alabama for the time be-
ing.

U.S. District Judge Dabney L. Friedrich
of the District of Columbia wrote that the
department violated the Workforce Innova-
tion and Opportunity Act (WIOA) in clos-
ing the centers down.

1The WIOA requires DOL to engage in
certain procedures & including a period
of notice and comment & before closing
any Job Corps center,T Friedrich said in her
ruling. iThe Department failed to comply
with these statutory requirements.T

According to the accompanying news
release, a federal district court in New
York issued a ruling to halt the closures at
the end of June but then narrowed the ap-
plication of the preliminary injunction to
prevent the closing of only 31 job centers
while allowing the rest to close in light of
the decision by the U.S. Supreme Court in
Trump v. CASA Inc. that limits the use of
preliminary injunctions by lower courts.

Job Corps was established in 1964 by
President Lyndon Johnson to provide not
only education and job training, but also a
place to live for low income individuals.

This ruling halts the closures once more
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and allows students who are lower income
to continue receiving benefits and educa-
tion.

1This program has consistently reduced
unemployment and homelessness, em-
powered underserved communities O es-
pecially for Black and Brown youth&and
breaks the cycle of poverty through educa-
tion, training, and opportunity,T said Scott
McCoy, deputy legal director of Southern
Poverty Law Center, which sued to block
the closures. TNow is the time to double
down: Job Corps is a direct investment in
our nationis future which must be protect-
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ed, expanded, and fully funded to deliver
on its promise of equity and upward mo-
bility. T

In a statement Monday Montgomery
Mayor Steven Reed called the ruling ia big
win for Montgomery and all of Alabama.T

a lifeline,T the statement said. ilt creates
opportunity, reduces unemployment, and
gives hope to those who need it most.T

A message was left with the national and
regional office of the Department of Labor
on Friday seeking comment.

The lawsuit is one among many chal-

lenging the Trump administrationis at-
tempt to eliminate federal education and
training initiatives.

Russell T. Vought, director of the Of-
fice of Management and Budget, wrote in
a May letter to Congress that the adminis-
tration was eliminating the Job Corps pro-
gram.

The lawsuit states that the Department of
Labor did not follow a prescribed process
to eliminate the Job Corps program.

Students enrolled in the program, in-
cluding Anaria Cabrera, one of the named
plaintiffs, would be able to continue with
their education. Cabrera is currently study-
ing to obtain a certified nursing assistance
degree and was told that she must leave the
center.

The department argued that it was only
pausing the operations at the centers and
not eliminating them and claimed the plain-
tiffs lacked standing to challenge them.

Montgomery Mayor Steve Reed said the
ruling is a win for the city and will ensure
that more young people will have access to
training and education.

1Job Corps isnit just a program O itis a
lifeline,T Reed said. ilt creates opportunity,
reduces unemployment, and gives hope to
those who need it most. Weire thankful for
this decision, but the fight isn’t over. We
need permanent support to protect these
vital centers for the future.T

Britt advances millions in federal funding for Alabama

U.S. Sen. Katie Britt (R-Ala.), a
member of the Senate Appropria-
tions Committee, announced the
inclusion of more than $14.4 mil-
lion for Alabama in the Senateis
Fiscal Year 2026 Commerce, Jus-
tice, Science and Related Agen-
cies (CJS) Appropriations Act.
The bill has passed out of com-
mittee and will next be considered
by the full Senate before moving
to the U.S. House of Representa-
tives.

The proposed funding in-
cludes support for a range of
public safety, infrastructure and
research initiatives across the
state. Among the projects includ-
ed are $1 million for the City of

Dothan to purchase drones and
related equipment for its Drone
as First Responder program, and
$500,000 for the City of Enter-
prise to acquire equipment for its
Special Response Team aimed
at combating fentanyl traffick-
ing. The Cleburne County Sher-
iffis Department would receive
$435,000 for law enforcement
vehicles, and the Lawrence Coun-
ty Commission would receive
$650,000 to improve emergency
communications  infrastructure.
The Alabama Department of Fo-
rensic Sciences would be allocat-
ed $750,000 to implement rapid
DNA testing.

The Alabama Port Authority

would receive $500,000 to con-
duct a study examining the recent
increase in sediment accumula-
tion at the Port of Mobile. Auburn
University is set to receive $1 mil-
lion to research and develop new
technologies in agriculture, while
the University of South Alabama
would be allocated $2 million to
enhance severe weather predic-
tion in southern Alabama.

The bill also includes fund-
ing for NASAis Marshall Space
Flight Center in Huntsville, with
more than $1.3 billion for the
Space Launch System, over $2
billion to support development of
two independent Human Landing
System vehicles, and no less than

$110 million designated for nu-
clear thermal propulsion systems.

Additional research-related al-
locations include $30 million for
the Cooperative Institute for Re-
search to Operations in Hydrol-
ogy (CIROH), which addresses
water-related challenges, and no
less than $40 million for the Na-
tional Water Center in Tuscaloosa.
At the University of Alabama in
Huntsville, $11 million has been
allocated for the Vortex Southeast
Hazardous Weather Research Pro-
gram. The bill also includes a $5
million increase for the National
Data Buoy System and $850,000
for the National Marine Fisher-
ies Service to continue work on
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improving shrimp fishing tech-
nologies. Sea Grant Aquaculture
Research will continue to receive
level funding, and full funding is
provided for the Southeast Area
Monitoring and Assessment Pro-
gram (SEAMAP).

On the national level, the FY26
CJS bill includes $30 million for
the National Mesonet Program,
$10.6 billion for the Federal Bu-
reau of Investigation, and $2.6
billion to support the Drug En-
forcement Administrationis work
to “combat fentanyl trafficking
and disrupt Mexican cartels.T An
additional $720 million is includ-
ed to support state and local law
enforcement agencies.
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Hokes Bluff grad serving on US Navy ship

Petty Officer 2nd Class Joseph Reed,
a native of Hokes Bluff, Alabama, serves
the U.S. Navy assigned to USS Georgia,
homeported at Naval Submarine Base
Kings Bay. As a submariner, Reed is part
of a small percentage of Navy personnel
continuing a 125-year tradition of service
under the sea to help ensure Americans’
safety.

Reed graduated from Hokes Bluff High
School in 2020.

The skills and values needed to succeed
in the Navy are similar to those found in
Hokes Bluff.

“Growing up in Hokes Bluff, I learned

to be polite and humble,” Reed said. "I
also learned that southern hospitality and a
good work ethic go a long way."

Reed joined the Navy two and a half
years ago. Today, Reed serves as a machin-
ist's mate.

“I joined the Navy for many reasons,”
Reed said. “For one, my grandfather was
in the Navy. It also means a lot to serve. It
was a childhood dream of mine, and I love
the ocean. Lastly, I liked being a part of a
tight-knit community."

Naval Submarine Base Kings Bay is the
homeport of East Coast ballistic-missile
and guided-missile submarines. These
submarines are capable of conducting op-
erations in the Atlantic, Arctic, Eastern Pa-
cific, and Indian Oceans and the Mediterra-
nean Sea. It is also the only Navy base with
the capability to support the Trident IT mis-
sile, the most sophisticated nuclear missile
designed to be launched from a submarine.

Known as America’s “Apex Predators!,”
the Navy’s submarine force operates a
large fleet of technologically advanced
vessels. These submarines are capable of
conducting rapid defensive and offensive
operations around the world, in furtherance
of U.S. national security.

There are three basic types of sub-
marines: fast-attack submarines (SSN),
ballistic-missile submarines (SSBN) and
guided-missile submarines (SSGN).

Fast-attack submarines are designed to
hunt down and destroy enemy submarines

of campus police, public
safety department

July marked two years since Gadsden
State Community College established its
Police and Public Safety Department. The
department, which serves five campuses
across three counties, was created to im-
prove safety and develop a coordinated law
enforcement presence within the college
system.

Before Chief Jay Freeman’s appoint-
ment, the college did not employ sworn law
enforcement officers. Today, the depart-
ment includes sworn officers, public safety
personnel and non-sworn staff who provide
security and outreach throughout the col-
lege’s service area.

“No one campus is the same—just like
the communities we serve,” said Chief
Freeman. “Every area deserves tailored re-
lationships, and that begins with listening
first, being respectful, and offering excel-
lent customer service. That’s how I was
raised, and that’s how we operate every
day.”

Since its formation, the department has
implemented several initiatives:

» Behavioral Intervention Team (BIT):
The first of its kind at the college, BIT is
designed to provide early support to stu-
dents experiencing distress.

* Chaplain Program: Offers spiritual and
emotional care for students and staff.

* Mental Health Officer: A designated
officer deputized through the probate of-
fice who assists with crisis intervention
and connects individuals to mental health
resources.

* Training and outreach programs, includ-
ing: A free women'’s self-defense course, a
basic civilian firearm safety course with an
emphasis on situational awareness and the
Golden Rule/bullying prevention program,
now taught in area schools.

» Apprenticeship partnerships with local,
state and federal agencies to provide hands-
on experience in public safety careers.

* Expansion of sworn staff to support
campus events and daily operations.

* Investment in safety equipment to bet-

ter serve the college’s diverse population.

Freeman said many staff members al-
ready had ties to Gadsden State before the
department was formed, which helped lay
the groundwork for ongoing collaboration.

“Our team isn’t just trained—they’re
committed,” said Freeman. “Many of our
public safety officers and personnel had
existing relationships on these campuses
when I arrived. We’ve built on that foun-
dation to develop one of the most well-
rounded, service-driven departments in the
state.”

The department continues to focus on
building community partnerships, enhanc-
ing campus safety and expanding training
opportunities.

“We’ve been blessed to build this de-
partment from the ground up—something
not many people get to do,” said Freeman.
“But this is just the beginning. When we
lead with respect, focus on customer ser-
vice, and treat people the way we’d want
to be treated, we build something lasting.
That’s how we move forward — together.
Safety will always be our number one pri-
ority and the driving force behind every-
thing we do.”

Gadsden State Interim President Alan
Smith said the department’s work has had a
noticeable impact.

“In just two years, the Gadsden State
Police and Public Safety Department has
made a tremendous impact — not only on
our campuses but throughout the surround-
ing community,” Smith said. “Their pres-
ence has enhanced the sense of security,
strengthened community trust, and built
meaningful relationships with our students,
faculty, and neighbors. Their success is a
testament to the power of service, visibility,
and leadership.”

Each SSGN
is capable of carrying 154 Tomahawk
cruise missiles, plus a complement of
heavyweight torpedoes to be fired through
four torpedo tubes.

Reed has many opportunities to achieve
accomplishments during military service.

“My proudest accomplishment in the
Navy is learning to overcome any chal-

lenges that I've faced,” Reed said. "I'm also
proud of being able to fulfill my duties effi-
ciently and to the best of my abilities every
day, and having my crew trust me."

Reed serves a Navy that operates far
forward, around the world and around the
clock, promoting the nation's prosperity
and security.

“Serving in the Navy means being able
to push myself further than I thought I
could,” Reed said. "I love my job and ev-
erything about it. I love being able to serve
with my family away from my family, and
I want to be able to help people."

Reed is grateful to others for helping
make a Navy career possible.

“I want to thank Senior Chief John Ed-
wards for always encouraging me and re-

Neely Henry Lake’s es-
timated economic impact
for the region was up to
$570 million in 2017. Cat-
astrophic coal ash spills in
Kingston, Tennessee and
on the Dan River in North
Carolina and Virginia
show that health, envi-
ronmental, and economic
impacts of an unthinkable
coal ash tragedy take de-
cades to recover from.

“There is no excuse for
a company with Alabama
Power’s resources to risk a
community and commer-
cial riverfront with this
type of hazard,” said Barry
Brock, director of SELC’s
Alabama office. “Alabama
Power must join utilities
across the South cleaning
up unlined coal ash dumps.
This type of waste must be
in safe storage away from
waterways like the Coosa
and Neely Henry Lake.”

Coal ash contains dan-
gerous heavy metals like
lead, mercury, cadmium

and arsenic, which are
known to cause cancer and
other serious illnesses, ac-
cording to the EPA.
Utilities  across  the
Southeast have moved
more than a quarter of a
billion tons of toxic coal
ash to safe, dry, lined land-
fills, or they are recycling
ash into cement and con-
crete. Every unlined pond
in North and South Caro-
lina has been excavated
or is being excavated, in-
cluding Duke Energy who
is excavating more than
145 million tons. In Vir-
ginia, Dominion Energy is
excavating all its unlined
coal ash impoundments,
and Appalachian Power is
excavating its sole open
coal ash impoundment.
The Tennessee Valley Au-
thority is excavating 12
million tons of coal ash.
Alabama Power’s sister
company, Georgia Power,
is excavating half of the
coal ash it has stored in

unlined ponds, and in May
2024 submitted plans to
excavate another 16 mil-
lion tons.

New area code is coming to Alabama

Customers in the 334 area code region are encouraged to
begin 10-digit dialing prior to scheduled implementation
of the new 483 area code overlay Feb. 23, 2026.

The permissive 10-digit dialing window will allow cus-
tomers to become adjusted prior to mandatory 10-digit
dialing, which will take effect Jan. 23, 2026.

Implementation of the new 483 area code ensures cus-
tomers will have enough supply of new telephone num-
bers to serve the area, as numbering resources for the 334
area code are scheduled to exhaust by the third quarter of
2026.

New customers, or customers requesting an additional

telephone line, may be assigned the new 483 area code,
pending activation. The implementation will not affect
existing service for customers within the 334 area code
region.

The Alabama Public Service Commission approved the
new 483 area code overlay on March 6, 2024, for Alabama
area code 334, which serves Selma, Montgomery, Pratt-
ville, Pike Road, Tuskegee, Auburn, Opelika, Phenix City,
Eufaula, Dothan, Enterprise, Troy, Greenville and a large
area of central and southeast Alabama.

No changes will be made when dialing three-digit num-
bers, such as 911 and others.

Nurses, retail workers are top jobs in June

Data collected and analyzed by the
Alabama Department of Workforce’s
Labor Market Information (LMI)
Division shows that in June 2025,
there were 85,681 job ads posted in
Alabama, representing a monthly in-
crease of 2.8 percent.

The five occupations with the
most online job ads are for Regis-
tered Nurses, Retail Salespersons,
Supervisors of Retail Sales Work-
ers, Heavy and Tractor-Trailer Truck
Drivers, and Customer Service Rep-
resentatives with 13,894 ads placed

for those occupations in June.

The data is compiled from all
online job postings in the state, in-
cluding those posted on the stateis
free online jobs database, Alabam-
aWorks.alabama.gov  and  other
sources, such as traditional job
boards, corporate boards and social
media sites.

In June 2025, there were 29,916
total job ads with salaries, includ-
ing 8,664 jobs ads with salaries
of $70,000 and above; 8,029 jobs
ads with salaries in the $35-49,000

range; 5,034 jobs ads with salaries in

the $50-69,000 range, and 7,919 jobs |

ads with salaries less than $35,000.

The top two employers posting the
most online ads in June 2025 were
Huntsville Hospital with 1,123 ads
and Walmart with 991 ads. The rest
of the top 10 were: Domino's Pizza
(948), UAB Medicine (701), Uni-
versity of Alabama at Birmingham
(637),Taco Bell (607), AutoZone
(453), Baptist Health (428), The
University of Alabama (401) and
Circle K with 400 ads.

Sibert in the flatwoods region recently,

the Vagabond recalled several discussions
about Gadsdenis future.

One was back during the bicentennial
years when predictions said that by the
year 2000, Gadsden and Birmingham city
limits would have joined. Another dis-
cussion happened in back end of Profes-
sor J.W. Duboseis bookstore back in the
1890s.

Several of the very old ones, now long
gone, some of whom had been instrumen-
tal in bringing the old town up to a popula-
tion of a little over 4,000, predicted there

would be a city here someday. At that time,
Gadsden was barely a mere small village.

A young lawyer of that time, who was a
fine man and a smart one with a tendency
to occasionally express violent opinions,
suddenly exclaimed that such predictions
were pure nonsense.

He said, since there was not room
enough within the corporate limits for
more than 6,000 people that there would
never be more than that number here.

The oldsters reminded him that the Co-
osa River could be bridged, that more ter-

ritory could be taken in and that, in fact,
there was nothing to hinder Gadsden from
spreading out over all the adjacent valleys
and mountains.

Wise old fellows they were.

Gadsden today, has spread across the
river and East Gadsden and is a communi-
ty of many thousands population. The val-
leys and the mountains today are covered
with homes and businesses.

Last week, with a case of mistaken mois-
turizer that had me basting my face with a
bottle of bodywash, my husbandis ibless
your heartT was the velvet verdict. He
cocked his head a little and said it through
a half-smile— definitely letting me know,

you so much.T

The dagger variation is the one with all
the notoriety. It is often spoken in a conde-
scending tone, sugary with a heavy dose of
side-eye. It is almost always delivered pas-
sive-aggressively. In keeping with the spir-
it of hospitality, a true Southerner knows
that the nicest way to say what needs to be
said is to never really say it.

This past Sunday at church, though, |
heard another version. We were singing
1The Heart of WorshipT by Matt Redman
when the words unfolded in a way that
gave me pause. Even though | have been
singing this song for nearly two decades, |
feel like I heard verse one for the first time
this week: TWhen the music fades, all is
stripped away, and | simply come, long-
ing just to bring, something thatis of worth,
that will bless Your heart.T Bless Your
heart. Those three little words, right there
in that song. Bless Your heart. To God?

In that momentf with those familiar lyr-
ics suddenly freshfi | began to wonder what
it really means to bless the heart of God. If
I am longing to bring an offering of worth
to Him, what do | bring? How do I bring it?
Thankfully, the Bible is filled with beau-
tiful and clear ways we can bless Godis
heart, not just with our words, but with our
lives. Undoubtedly, God is the ultimate
source of blessing, but scripture shows that
our actions can bring Him joy in a way that
blesses Him right back.

In Psalm 69:30-31, Davidis sincere heart
of gratitude in song seemed to him a perfect
way to please the Lord. Samuel surmised
that Tobedience to the voice of the LordT

So, the next time we are tempted to use
our sugar-coated sarcasm to bless some-
oneis heart, maybe we can let it be more
than a Southern catchphrase. Letis let it
be a reminder to live in a way that truly
blesses Godis heart. Whether it is through
songs of praise from grateful hearts for His
Mercy and Grace poured out on us, obedi-
ence to the only worthy King, generosity in
our giving for the common good, or simply
showing kindness in everyday moments,
we have the opportunity to bring joy to the
One who blesses our hearts beyond what
we can think or imagine. And that is a
blessing worth giving.

Jesus spat in the dust,
made a pasty poultice, covered the eyes of
the blind man and asked him to wash in the
nearby pool.

So why did Jesus heal in this manner?
John gave no explanation, so we donit
know.

The editor called before Christmas and
asked if I could be on a teacher podcast. We
recorded this remotely, and the first ques-
tion he asked was, iWhy did Jesus heal in
this manner?T | think | muttered and sput-
tered and admitted I had no clue.

I think much of church life is like this.

Of course there are authoritative leaders
who claim to know it all.

I hear preachers sometimes who tell il-
lustrations of challenges they faced and
how they directed the person or the con-
gregation to make the correct decisions.
Maybe this is a selective memory. | often
tell personal stories in the pulpit, but most
often theyire mistakes | made (hopefully
from the head and not from the heart since
I think I meant well!).

In fact, one of the benefits of growing
older is realizing all the wisdom gained
from all the bad decisions one has made.

As a grad student at Auburn University, |
was introduced to an exercise demonstrat-
ing that Ttwo heads are better than one.T

The exercise assumed a manned rocket
crash on the moon, and survivors needing
to determine what salvaged items were
most important in their trek to the control
station. Individuals take the test first, and
then groups do it. Invariably the group de-
cisions are more accurate. | continue to use

this exercise when | have classroom lec-
tures on the value of group discussion.

Group decisions are generally more ac-
curate than individual decisions, plus we
build consensus when we not only ask for
additional wisdom but ask for assistance
with the tasks we face.

King Solomon insisted, 1Without wise
leadership, a nation falls; there is safety in
having many advisers,T (Proverbs 11:14).
And the apostle Paul in the New Testament
insisted the prophetic leaders of the church
validated one another in their work (1 Cor-
inthians 14: 32).

No one of us knows it all, and leaders
mustnit give the impression that we do.

Someone noted that the question, “What
do you think about this?T can be among the
sweetest sounds in the ear of another.

(@AM, LLC Gadsden

activity in the City and to
provide for increases in
tax revenues for the City.
(f) The City acknowledg-
es and agrees the Project
will signifcantly increase
the tax and revenue base
of the City.

9) Entering  into
the Project Agreement
and issuance of the War-
rant will beneft the Com-
pany or companies affl-
iated with the Company.
