any time.

The contract is a three-year agreement 

for $30 a day per inmate with an additional 
year that would include a cost of living 
wage adjustment, according to Tena King, 
director of city services.

approval has been given for a new jail con-
tract between the City of Gadsden, Sheriff 
Jonathon Horton, and the Etowah County 
Commission.

“I want to personally thank Sheriff Hor-
ton for his leadership with Etowah County 
and the jail, and also the president of the 
Etowah County Commission, Joey Sta-
tum, for working with us,” said Gadsden 
Mayor Craig Ford. “We were able to work 
together to make this good for all three par-
ties involved. This contract makes it easier 
the next time we need to renegotiate, and 
it also improves the safety of Gadsden

to get back on the street faster instead of 
having to drive to Calhoun County. We’ve 
got some other things that we’re working 
on together, and hopefully they’ll work out 
in the future. It’s better when we all come 
together and work together.”

The new contract to house Gadsden in-
mates will be effective on Aug. 1 at a rate 
of $30 per day per inmate. The contract is 
for three years and includes a one-year au-
tomatic renewal.

“It’s a good day for the city of Gadsden 
and also for Etowah County,” said Etowah 

County Sheriff Jonathon Horton. “I want 
to thank Mayor Ford for his willingness to 
meet with us and, along with Commission 
Chairman Statum, to work this out together 
for the most important people: the citizens 
of our county and our cities. I look forward 
to the other endeavors as we try to work 
together to keep everybody in Etowah 
County safe.”

“This is a good contract for all the par-
ties involved,” said Etowah County Com-
mission Chairman Joey Statum. “You had 
three people that were involved in nego-
tiations, and each one was working for the 
betterment of who they represent. We look 
forward to serving our community and 
keeping all of us safe. I want to thank the 
mayor and the sheriff, and we’re proud to 
be a part of this.”

Original negotiations between Gadsden 
Mayor Craig Ford, Etowah County Sheriff 
Jonathan Horton and county commission 
for the housing of detainees at Etowah 
County Jail stalled in early July after a pro-
posed agreement was rejected by the City 
of Gadsden.

The rejection came after the contract 
was sent to Ford on Monday, June 30. 
Within the agreement was a 12 month no-
tice clause that Ford said he did not agree 
upon. The agreement is a three part con-

Gadsden City Council ap-
proved resolutions authorizing 
project development agreements 
with Rural King, 7 Brew and Za-
xby’s at the city council meeting 
on Tuesday. 

Rural King is a farm and 
home store that got its start in 
Mattoon, Illinois in 1960. Since 
then, the brand has extended its 
reach into 13 states with over 130 
stores. 

The store will be located in 
the old Midtown Gregerson’s 
shopping center and will employ 
90 full-time employees. 

Negotiations with the com-
pany have been in the works for 
about a year, according to John 

Moore, Gadsden’s director of 
commercial development and 
community affairs. The city set-
tled on giving Rural King a tax 
abatement of $7.7 million across 
15 years.

“I think the city is really ex-
cited about the location of where 
they chose, because it was in 
such a blotted area and to see 
that shopping center come back 
to life with a $12 million dollar 
renovation was important to us,” 
Moore said. “The location, with 
it being agriculture, and being in 
direct line with Cherokee County 
and the Centre area, where there 
are a lot of agricultural jobs up 
through there, we feel like it will 
really target that Cherokee Coun-
ty and Calhoun County area.”

The company will spend an 
estimated $12 million in reno-

vations on the property prior to 
opening and will contribute an 
estimated $15 to $20 million in 
sales tax revenue per year. 

“This is just another example 
of why Gadsden is the fastest 
growing city in Etowah County,” 
Moore said. “And I think busi-
nesses are starting to realize 
that."

7 Brew is a drive through 
coffee chain which originated 
in Rogers, Arizona in 2017. The 
company started with seven orig-
inal coffees and has expanded its 
menu to include energy drinks, 
sparkling water, teas, lemonades, 
smoothies and shakes.

cording to Kent Back, Gadsden 
council president. 

7 Brew will be located in the 
old Shoney’s building, located at 
202 East Meighan. 

The new Zaxby’s will be lo-
cated at 900 Gilbert Ferry Road 
Southeast next to the Starbucks.

“Some one asked me about 
Attalla and Gadsden being ri-
vals, but we are not,” Mayor 
Craig Ford said. “Just so they 
know, studies are showing the

area, no matter if we have more 
commercial development or they 
have more commercial develop-
ment, that means more people 
will come to that area to spend 
their dollars. Not only is it good 
for Gadsden, it’s good for Attalla, 
and when Attalla does something 
it’s good for Gadsden.”

Also in the meeting, Ford 
said they are in talks regarding 
the Goodyear plant, which is 
currently owned by Phoenix In-
vestors, a commercial real estate

the site. 

“I want the people to know 
that we are actively recruiting 
with [Industrial Development 
Agency] and David Hooks,”

Three non-disclosure agree-
ments have been signed by Ford 
from different companies, one of 
which he said is a “big home run” 
if it comes to Gadsden. He said it 
is in the next to last step to get the 
company here.

Though he's already 
traveled nearly 1,000 
miles-cycling from San 
Francisco to Park City, 
Utah, in less than a month-
James Nichols' journey 
has only just begun. It is 
a journey of endurance, 
awareness and brother-
hood. Above all, it's a 
Journey of Hope.

Nichols, a 20-year-old 
junior majoring in culi-
nary and hospitality man-
agement, is representing 
Jax State's Delta Epsilon 
chapter of Pi Kappa Phi 
in the Journey of Hope, 
cycling more than 8,000 
miles to support individu-
als with disabilities. The 
50 cyclists, representing 
Pi Kappa Phi chapters 
nationwide, are split into 
two routes: the TransAm-
erica route, which began 
in Seattle, and the North 
Route, which started in 
San Francisco. Nichols' 
trip began in California 
on June 6, and by averag-
ing nearly 70 miles a day, 
both groups will converge 
in Washington, D.C., on 
Aug. 9.

Nichols is the first 
member of Delta Epsilon 
to participate in the Jour-
ney of Hope. 

"No one's ever done it, 
so it's pretty huge and a 
great way to promote our 
chapter," said Nichols, af-
ter a 40-mile ride into Park 
City. "But being able to do 
this to push myself and be 
able to raise awareness for 
people with disabilities, 
that is a very cool thing."

Even with thousands of 

miles left to go, Nichols 
has already earned the re-
spect of his brother at Pi 
Kappa Phi. 

"To go and do this bike 
ride shows his dedication 
to the organization and the 
belief behind the organi-
zation," said Kaleb Little-
john, Pi Kappa Phi faculty 
advisor. "There are a lot of 
people who say one thing 
but do another, but he is 
talking the talk and walk-
ing the walk."

By participating in the 
Journey of Hope, Nichols 
is not only raising the bar 
of philanthropic service 
but also proving the value 

of fraternities and sorori-
ties to a broader commu-
nity. 

"This speaks to the 
Greek life of Jax State," 
Littlejohn said. "They're 
all dedicated to a cause, 
and I think this is just a 
great look, not only for Pi 
Kappa but for JSU. I can't 
express how proud we are 
of him."

Plus, there's something 
to be said about being 
the first and potentially 
inspiring future members 
to attempt the Journey of 
Hope. 

"They'll talk about him 
forever," Littlejohn said. 

"Now, essentially, he's 
etching himself in the his-
tory books as far as Delta 
Epsilon is concerned."

Nichols, who serves as 
the philanthropy chair-
man for Beta Epsilon, first 
learned about the Journey 
of Hope back in the spring 
and was inspired by the 
challenge. Although he 
ran long-distance track 
in high school, he had 
no experience cycling, so 
in December, he started 
training. 

"I started out working 
in the gym, on those sta-
tionary bikes or running 
on the treadmill," he said. 

"Part of that training was 
also diet — eating well, 
making sure I was stay-
ing hydrated and basically 
eating a lot of carbs."

Participants were re-
quired to have cycled at 
least 1,000 miles before 
attempting the journey. 

"We had to bike ev-
ery day outside," he said. 
"That's how we really got 
experienced for this trip. 
You can bike inside all 
day long, but if you don't 
have the outside mileage 
or that road experience, 
then you're not going to 
be ready for this kind of 
challenge."

Even training in the 
Alabama heat wasn't a 
true representation of the 
grueling experience of cy-
cling across the country 
over all types of terrain. 

"It's been a little harder 
than I expected," Nichols 
said. "Where I practiced, 
there were flats and hills, 
but on this trip, there have 
been some really steep 
hills, plus there's the traf-
fic to worry about and rid-
ing in pace lines. It's been 
a challenge, but the good 
type of challenge."

There were some things 
Nichols simply could not 
have trained for. 

"It was going to be hard 
regardless," he said. "But 
yesterday, we literally 
rode up a mountain go-
ing straight up, so the air 
quality at like 8,000 feet 
made breathing tough, but 
we had to work through 
it." 

There are breaks along 
the way called Friendship 
Visits where the riders 
stop at partner organiza-
tions to meet with and 
learn more about those 
living with disabilities. 

"I've never been around 
many people with disabil-
ities," Nichols said. "So 
just seeing the joy on their 
faces when we walk in, 
spending time with them, 
doing fun activities, that 
experience will stay with 
me."

In October, Gadsden decided to no longer house in-
mates in the Etowah County Jail, which was at the time 
charging the city $50 a night per inmate, according to 
council member Jason Wilson. The cost was dispropor-
tionate to Rainbow City and Southside, who were paying 
$35 a night per inmate, he said. Municipalities with be-
low 5,000 citizens are not required to pay Etowah to house 
their inmates, so Rainbow City, Southside and Gadsden 
are the only cities in Etowah who pay the fee.

Since October, Gadsden inmates have been transported 
to Calhoun County Jail where the city is charged $33.50 
per night per inmate and $16.75 for inmates held less than 
12 hours. Wilson said in an October 2024 interview with 
ABC 33/40 the city will save an estimated $114,000.

The County Commission called a special hearing June 
24 to approve the agreement, according to Commissioner 
Craig Inzer who attended the city council meeting in favor 
of the agreement.

Inzer said one of his main concerns is public safety and 
the resources being used for the transportation of inmates 
to and from Calhoun County.

“I know there’s 8 to 5 travel and after hours travel,” 
Inzer said. “I think Gadsden being back in the Etowah 
County Jail, I think it’s good for the citizens, I think it’s 
good for law enforcement. I think it’s good for public 
safety.”

Ford said at a council meeting on July 1 that he would 
not approve the contract sent over because of the clause 
that he and the sheriff, Jonathan Horton, did not agree 
upon. He said he does not believe it was done by the com-
mission, but that it was language used from the previous 
agreement copied over.

“If we get into a contract, then a new commission 
comes in after the next elections and they say, ‘hey, we 
want out,” Ford said. “… Then we get out of the contract 
within 15 months, we don’t have anywhere to go, when we 
have somewhere to go right now.”

Inzer said the clause was there to protect all parties.
“After the commission meeting we had this morning 

is honestly why I’m here,” Inzer said. “I just kind of feel 
like being a representation of Gadsden, is that, it’s been in 
the contract. I think the good faith is moving down to $30 

from $35.”
Frustrations were expressed at the County Commission 

meeting earlier that same day when the announcement was 
made that the contract was not going to be signed by the 
mayor, which postponed the transfer of inmates to Etowah 
County.

At the time of the meeting, Inzer said he texted Kent 
Black, Gadsden city council president, who said he had no 
knowledge of the opposition.

“I told him in the text that we’ve had this clause since 
2018, since I was a commissioner,” Inzer said. “No need in 
taking it out now. We’ve adopted it.”

Since the agreement was not signed, the commission 
waited until their next regularly scheduled meeting on July 
22 to make further decisions, according to Shane Ellison,

“I think it is completely evident that the sheriff and this 
commission has worked extremely hard to make sure that 
the citizens of Etowah County and the city of Gadsden are 
safe,” Commissioner Jamie Grant said. “…If this contract 
is not signed by the city of Gadsden and the council, it 
shows you that they are not willing to work and get this 
thing done.”

The commission believes it has offered the city a fair 
deal and has been accommodating.

During the city council meeting, Ford said he did not 
want to deal with this agreement for another four years.

“It’s been the biggest pain in my tail to have to deal 
with this,” Ford said. “It puts a lot of friends at odds with 
each other. The commissioners, they have to protect the 
county, and it’s my job to protect the city.”

Etowah expected anyone arrested to be transported to 
the jail starting Monday, June 30, night, according to Ford, 
until Gadsden City Attorney, Jack Lee Roberts, called 
Monday night to cancel the transports to wait for a deci-
sion to be made regarding the 12 month notice.

“We’ve already got a good contract right now,” Ford 
said. “We thank Calhoun County for what they’re doing 
because they are working with us, and we don’t want to 
leave there and go here and be left holding dry. Then we 
are at the mercy of whoever. Anyone can charge $100 dol-
lars a day.”

Due to Ford’s rejection of the contract the council did 
not vote on the matter on July 1. The council has now vot-
ed to approve the contract.

Back in December, 1900 the board of 
county commissioners was called upon to 
deal with a peculiar strike on the part of a 
whole community’ As a result it voted to 
abandon the Croft ferry.

The people made up their minds that no-
body should take the job of ferryman for 
less than $250 a year and stuck to it. The 
board let the contract for $215 a year to 
�D�Q���R�X�W�V�L�G�H�U�����E�X�W���K�H���F�R�X�O�G���¿�Q�G���Q�R�E�R�G�\���W�K�D�W��
would give him food and shelter and the 
county had no house for him.

Commissioner William Ables visited the 
community and tried to buy enough land 
on which to build a home for the ferry-
man, but nobody would agree to sell him 
so much as a foot.

When he reported the conditions, the 
commissioners felt that there was nothing 
to do but abandon the ferry. There was talk 

about moving it to Coates Bend, but even-
tually the board had its way and the Croft 
ferry was continued.

Reporting at this time was the fact that 
fog was heavy up and down the Coosa 
River and that all steamboats had to tie up 
and stop running.

That condition lasted for several days 
and it was quite unusual. Fogs frequently

short periods.

It was on January 1, 1900 that Louis 
Hart, one of the greatest drummers any-
where, opened what he called an exclusive 
buggy and harness depository in Gadsden. 
It was in what was later known as the Belle 
Theater Building and next door today as 
the Mary Hardin Cultural Arts Building.

In his announcement Louis said he 
would keep all sizes of one and two horse 
wagons with low and high wheels, canopy 
and extension top surreys, rubber-tired sur-
reys and more that were not rubber tired: 
high-, low- and medium-priced buggies, 
with and without tops.

He also said he would carry a full stock 
of harness, bridles, breeching, saddles, col-
lars and all kinds of stray work. Some of 
the articles would be displayed in glass 
cases, but everything would be plainly 
marked.

Louis and four other dealers in the South 
pooled their buying power and purchased 
2,500 different articles, and that was the 
reason he could sell everything at a low 
price. There are still many persons around 
here who will recall that store, much the 
�¿�Q�H�V�W���R�I���L�W�V���N�L�Q�G���L�Q���W�K�H���Z�K�R�O�H���V�W�D�W�H���R�I���$�O�D-
bama.

Louis had quite a collection of plain and 
fancy vehicles and his place was one of 
the sights of the town. He later operated 
the Bellevue Hotel that was on Lookout 
Mountain overlooking Gadsden.

George W. Bush famously said, “When 
I was young and foolish, I was young and 
foolish.”

Me, too, Mr. President.
We used the Revised Standard Version 

of the Bible in the classroom at the semi-
nary I attended, and I used it also in my 
weekend preaching in rural Indiana. The 
parishioners never questioned this. Since 
they had a steady contingent of student 
preachers from Louisville, I’m sure they 
were accustomed to this particular trans-
lation.

We moved back to Alabama after gradu-
ation. I continued to use the RSV on Sun-
days, but I got some pushback.

“The Bible you use doesn’t sound like 
mine,” several people said.

Soon we began to publish the RSV and 
the King James Version of my chosen text 
side-by-side in the Sunday bulletin.

I don’t know why I didn’t relent and 
switch to the KJV, simply calling atten-
tion to other renderings as necessary in 

explaining the texts. Now, of course, this

tion. I should’ve handled this matter in a 
different way and not insisted on the ver-
sion I preferred.

Later I had a predecessor who put a 
massive KJV Bible on the pulpit and 
called it “the church’s Bible” from which 
he read every week. I preferred to use my 
own Bible and had the audacity to move 
“the church’s Bible” to another location. 
By this time I was regularly using the KJV 
on Sundays, but was using my own “por-
table” Bible.

I don’t hear as much argument now 
about Bible translations since there are so 
many. I imagine at least a dozen are rep-
resented in a typical congregation on any 
given Sunday.  And most Bible apps put

I know we yet have some “King James 
only” folk who insist it alone should be 
used for study and preaching.

It’s interesting that the Pilgrims who

King James Bible with them, at least on 

purpose. It was new and untrusted, so 
they brought the Geneva Bible. A crew-
man brought a KJV, but it wasn’t what the 
Puritans preferred.

The King James Bible was published in 
�������������D�Q�G���W�K�L�V���Z�D�V���D�E�R�X�W���W�K�H���W�L�P�H���6�K�D�N�H-
speare retired. Though it’s been updated 
several times, traces of Elizabethan Eng-
lish remain. The Bible was written to be 
read and to be understood. I believe mod-
ern translations help us do this better.

But if a particular congregation is ac-
customed to a particular version of scrip-
ture, a modern pastor should be wiser than 
I was as a young buck and choose another 
battle that makes a difference.

Whatever version we use, we should 
strive to be “doers of the word and not
