Some polling places change ahead of election

Some Etowah County voters 
will have new polling locations 
for this upcoming election.

A subcommittee, formed by the 
County Commission, was tasked 
to evaluate the polling locations, 
which were established in the late 
1800s, when people were riding 
on horseback or in wagons to 
get to the location, according to 
Etowah County Probate Judge, 
Scott Hassell.

“When the committee got to-
gether, we started looking geo-
graphically, and found that 90 
percent of the polling locations 
that you are looking at today 

were less than two miles from 
each other,” Hassell said. “The 
only exception being Gallant and 
Ivalee.”

Both of which have less than 
500 voters registered at each loca-
tion, he said. With a voter turnout 
of only 40 to 60 percent, that ends 
up being only 100 voters at either 
location.

In 2024, of the 76,956 regis-
tered voters in Etowah County 
only 46,281 cast a ballot at a poll-
ing site, according to the Alabama 
Secretary of State.

The subcommittee wanted to 
ensure convenient access for vot-
ers while addressing the staffing 
shortage of poll workers across 
the state.

The poll workers are required 
to work the entire day, which 
can sometimes be up to 18 hours, 
and are compensated only a little 
more than $100. Hassell said that 
most of the poll workers recruited 
by the county are retirees, and it 
is becoming more difficult to find 
people who want to work long 
hours for little pay. 

Another reason for the change 
is to remove public institutions 
of learning from the polling loca-
tions. 

“Each and every year we talk 
about school safety,” Hassell 
said. “On election day, Thompson 
Elementary School, Walnut Park 
Elementary School and Gadsden 
State Community College had an 

influx of people who were not vet-
ted, I don’t mean that derogatory, 
it’s just real life. The SROs didn’t 
know who was on campus.”

Community Safety Night 
brings community together

Alabama Weather 
Network debuts 

on August 11
James Spann’s life-

long dream of providing 
weather for all areas of 
Alabama on a statewide 
network is finally com-
ing true Monday, August 
11 at noon.

That’s when the Ala-
bama Weather Network 
will go on the air. The 
groundbreaking network 
will be the only 24/7 dig-
ital weather channel pro-
viding weather informa-
tion for all 67 Alabama 
counties.

On a daily basis, Alabamians will be able to get the 
weather any time they want no matter where they live 
in the state. But when times become dangerous and 
there is a tornado warning or high impact weather any-
where in Alabama, Spann and his team of meteorolo-
gists will be on the air covering it live for as long as 
it lasts.

“There are a number of areas of our state that cur-
rently don't get comprehensive severe weather cover-
age,” says Spann, a meteorologist for 47 years. “That 
changes with our commitment to all 67 counties.”

There are several other features that set the Alabama 
Weather Network apart from other weather entities.

“We’ll have a statewide team of Skywatchers, an 
amazing camera network throughout the state and cut-
ting-edge drone technology,” said Spann.

People can watch the Alabama Weather Network on 
a phone, a tablet, on the Alabama Weather Network 
app and website, on most television interfaces like 
Roku, Amazon Fire TV and Apple TV, and on these 
social media platforms: Facebook, Instagram, X, Tik-
Tok and YouTube.

“I love this state, and I know it better than anyone, 
having traveled its back roads for over four decades. I 
know the people, the culture, our geography and our 
microclimates. I’m thrilled to now be able to protect 
Alabamians in all 67 counties,” said Spann.

Spann is one of four owners of the Alabama Weather 
Network. The others are hotel industry executive Bill 
Murray, who partners with Spann on the Alabama 
Weather Blog, former meteorologist John Oldshue, 
and business and personal finance expert Bill Hard-
ekopf, who was president and general manager of the 
Birmingham Barons from 1992-1998.

Spann will continue coverage with ABC 33/40.
“During tornado coverage (and coverage of other 

high impact events, like hurricanes, floods, winter 
storms, etc) we will also stream live on the social plat-
forms like Facebook and YouTube,” Spann said in a 
Facebook post. “In the Birmingham/Tuscaloosa/An-
niston/Gadsden market, live severe weather coverage 
can be seen on ABC 33/40 TV as always. AWN will 
be a no-nonsense weather source that is there when 
you need us. If your county is under a tornado warn-
ing, we will be live with a deep network of fixed cam-
eras, storm chasers, and weather technology second to 
none.”

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Alabama will reduce its 
state grocery tax once again 
next month thanks to bi-
partisan legislation enacted 
earlier this year. This reduc-
tion will make it easier for 
every family across Ala-
bama to make ends meet.

Alabama Arise staff 
members participated in 
a ceremonial bill signing 
event that Gov. Kay Ivey 
held for the legislation at 
the State Capitol in Mont-
gomery on Thursday, July 
31. Ivey officially signed 
the bill into law in May.

HB 386, sponsored by 
Rep. Danny Garrett, R-
Trussville, will reduce the 
state sales tax on groceries 
from three percent to two 
percent beginning on Sept. 
1. The law also will give cit-
ies and counties more flex-
ibility to reduce local gro-
cery taxes if they choose. 
The grocery tax reduction 
will be Alabama’s second 
in three years, building on 
a 2023 law reducing the tax 
from four percent to three 
percent

“Reducing the grocery 
tax is especially critical in 
this time of persistently 
high food prices,” said Ala-
bama Arise executive di-
rector Robyn Hyden. “The 
grocery tax drives many 
families deeper into pov-
erty, and Alabama Arise re-
mains committed to the goal 
of eliminating it entirely.”

Untaxing groceries has 
been one of Arise members’ 
top advocacy priorities for 
decades. The grocery tax is 
a major driver of the state’s 
upside-down tax system, 
which forces Alabamians 
with low and moderate in-
comes to pay a higher share 
of their incomes in state and 
local taxes than the wealthi-
est households. Hyden said 
she was thankful for the 
years of work that current 
and former lawmakers put 

in to make the recent gro-
cery tax reductions possible.

“Arise appreciates Rep. 
Danny Garrett and Sens. 
Andrew Jones and Arthur 
Orr for guiding HB 386 
through the Legislature, and 
Gov. Kay Ivey for signing 
it,” she said. “We’re thank-
ful for the unanimous leg-
islative support on the bill 
this year. And we’re grate-
ful for former Rep. John 
Knight, former Sen. Hank 
Sanders, Sen. Merika Cole-
man, Reps. Laura Hall, Pen-
ni McClammy and Mary 
Moore, and so many other 
legislators whose deter-
mined work over so many 
years laid the groundwork 
for this progress.”

Alabama is one of only 
10 states still taxing gro-
ceries. Arise has worked 
with the state’s Joint Study 
Commission on Grocery 
Taxation in recent years to 
explore paths to eliminate 
the rest of the state sales tax 
on groceries in a sustain-
able and responsible way. 
According to Hyden, Arise 
is open to many options to 
replace grocery tax revenue.

One plan that the orga-
nization strongly supports, 
she said, is a proposal to 
replace grocery tax revenue 
by capping or ending the 
state income tax deduction 
for federal income tax pay-
ments. Alabama is the only 
state to allow this full de-
duction, which overwhelm-
ingly benefits the wealthiest 
households.

“It is important to ensure 
grocery tax elimination 
doesn’t harm our children’s 
education in the long term,” 
Hyden said. “Closing the 
skewed federal income tax 
deduction loophole would 
protect funding for public 
schools and ensure Ala-
bama can afford to end the 
state sales tax on groceries 
forever.”

Alabama Arise is a state-
wide, member-led nonprofit 
organization advancing 
public policies to improve 
the lives of Alabamians who 
are marginalized by pov-
erty. Arise’s membership 
includes faith-based, com-
munity, nonprofit and civic 
groups, grassroots leaders 
and individuals from across 
Alabama.

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GRMC encouraging men 
to discuss prostate cancer 

screening with doctors
Nearly two-thirds of men 

ages 55 to 69 have not been 
screened for prostate can-
cer, according to a recent 
poll from the American 
Cancer Society. As a result, 
the rate of advanced-stage 
prostate cancer is increas-
ing for the first time in de-
cades.

Dr. John Pirani, chief 
medical officer at Gadsden 
Regional Medical Center 
and a urology specialist 
with Clinical Urology As-
sociates, said men at aver-
age risk should consider 
discussing screening with 
their doctor around age 50.

“Understanding your risk 
factors is one of the first 
steps to decide whether 
to get screened for pros-
tate cancer and when that 

screening should occur,” 
said Dr. Pirani. “African 
American men and men 
who have a family history 
of prostate cancer should 
talk with their doctor about 
getting screened as early 
as age 45. Screening can 
save lives, especially since 
prostate cancer typically 
has few symptoms until it 
becomes more advanced.”

Prostate cancer is the sec-
ond most common cancer 
among men in the United 
States, behind skin can-
cer. An estimated 313,780 
cases are expected to be di-
agnosed in 2025. It is also 
the second-leading cause 
of cancer-related death in 
men, behind lung cancer. 
Most cases are diagnosed in 
men 65 and older; it is rare 

in men under 40.
The most common 

screening method is a PSA 
blood test, which measures 
the level of prostate-specif-
ic antigen in the blood. Pi-
rani noted that while a PSA 
test does not diagnose pros-
tate cancer, it can indicate 
the need for further testing.

He added that men of any 
age should see a doctor if 
they have difficulty urinat-
ing, blood in the urine or se-
men, or experience erectile 
dysfunction. While these 
symptoms are not always 
linked to prostate cancer, 
they may still require medi-
cal attention.

Discussions about pros-
tate cancer screening are 
often part of an annual well-
ness exam for men over 50.

Jax State updates sports 
master's program

Jacksonville State University has up-
dated the name and scope of its graduate 
program in sport management to better 
reflect the modern realities of the field.

Secretary of State announces 
absentee voting deadlines

Wes Allen, Alabama’s Secretary of State, 
reminds Alabama voters that municipal 
absentee election managers must receive 
mail-in absentee ballot applications by 
Tuesday, August 19, 2025. The deadline to 
return an absentee ballot application in per-
son is Thursday, August 21, 2025. 

Absentee ballots being returned in-
person must be received by the municipal 
absentee election manager by close of busi-
ness on the day before the election, August 
25, 2025. Absentee ballots returned by 
mail must be received no later than noon 
on Election Day, August 26, 2025.

“Absentee voting is a vital component of 

our elections process. Preserving the integ-
rity of absentee voting is of utmost impor-
tance to my Office,” Allen said. 

It is recommended to mail in your absen-
tee ballot application and absentee ballots 
at least two weeks before the deadline for 
municipal absentee election managers to 
receive them.

Voters are required to present a valid 
form of photo identification before voting 
at their polling place or by absentee ballot.

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Recently, the reality of how much of 
our daily experiences reside in our own 
responses to the situations and people 
each day has been part of my classroom 
and family conversations. On days when 
we wake up in a good mood, hit all the 
green lights on our drives, and don’t 
have to worry about having basic needs, 
it is fairly easy to feel like we have good 
lives. But, on the days we wake up late, 
don’t feel our best, deal with traffic, 
or realize we have a need that can’t be 
easily fulfilled, it is harder to feel like 
life is good. I was having one of those 
less-than-perfect days when I read an ar-
ticle about the importance of “la brega” 
in Puerto Rico, which is the concept of 
making do with the tools, supplies, re-
sources and situations that are available. 
I was struck by the connection to other 
concepts I’ve written about previously: 

“kintsugi” (the art of repairing what is 
broken and making it even more beauti-
ful), “wabi-sabi” (finding beauty in the 
imperfect), and “kaizen” (continuous 
improvement) in Japanese; “sisu” (per-
severing through seemingly hopeless or 
crazy situations with dignity) in Finn-
ish; “desenrascanço” (finding creative 
solutions to problems in Portuguese; and 
“kefi” (finding joy within yourself even 
when circumstances are hard) in Greek. 
So many cultures have words for these 
most human moments, and I started 
thinking about equivalents in our own 
culture, here in the foothills of the Appa-
lachians, and I think “self-reliance” and 
“making-do” are two terms that celebrate 
both independence and social connec-
tion. 

We all live in communities and have 
neighbors, and even though on the most 
basic level we are on our own for much 
of life’s journey, we are simultaneously 
all bound and twisted together in our 
daily lives, too. From smiling at a strang-
er, or letting someone merge ahead of 
you, interacting with coworkers or chat-
ting with a salesperson, we can decide 
moment-by-moment if we are going to 
move through our days stressed out and 
miserable or if we are going to make-do 
where we are. Sometimes we just have 

to make the most of where we are and 
what we have, rather than waiting for 
a hypothetical future situation. As Jack 
London quipped, “Life is not always a 
matter of holding good cards, but some-
times, playing a poor hand well.” Playing 
well requires an ability to clearly evalu-
ate where you are, where you’d like to 
be, and how you can craft that in the here 
and now with what you have.

This concept is not the same as toxic 
positivity. Instead, it is a very personal, 
quiet inner determination. The sheer 
number of phrases and words in so many 
languages just proves that this ability and 
determination to rely on ourselves to cre-
ate our own experiences is a truly human 
endeavor, and one that has a long history 
in art and literature (as well as the self-
help industry). Emily Dickinson wrote 
about this in her poem “A Columnar 
Self”: “On a Columnar Self—How am-
ple to rely. . .Wedge cannot divide Con-
viction.” When we are determined and 
have the conviction of our ability to live 
a good life regardless of material posses-
sions, location, weather, and so on, we 
can rely on ourselves to make-do, to see 
the beauty in the everyday, to find unex-
pected solutions. We allow ourselves to 
interact with others knowing that they 
are also trying to make-do and live good 

lives. Above all, we realize we can gift 
grace to ourselves and others because we 
are all on this life journey and doing our 
best where we are with what we have. 
Or, as Ralph Waldo Emerson realized, 
we no longer need to be worried about 
or judge what others are doing and think-
ing because “What I must do is all that 
concerns me, not what the people think.”

Another article popped up on my 
computer this morning about how more 
Americans are becoming “home bodies” 
and that this is contributing to social iso-
lation even post-COVID. I am the first to 
say I love a good day at home, reading or 
painting, watching a movie with my fam-
ily, or having family dinner. But, I also 
know I am one of those people the article 
was speaking of and I need to do more to 
actively enjoy the resources around me. 
This weekend, I think I’ll try to channel 
“la brega” and walk around our city, try 
a new restaurant, find a scenic area and 
take photos, or maybe even read a book 
at one of our local parks. After all, we 
have beauty all around us here, and so 
many options for enjoying it--and I am 
determined to do just that.

	 One of the more interesting phases of 
early river traffic on the Coosa River was 
the towing of logs by tugs and steamboats 
from the river’s lower reaches in Etowah, 
St. Clair and Calhoun counties.
	 This virgin timber yielded millions and 
millions of feet of lumber after passing 
through the sawmills at Gadsden. 
	 The Southern Lumber Company oper-
ated a large logging camp in the vicinity of 
Greensport, with a short railroad penetrat-
ing into the nearby forests. 
	 The headquarters of the camp was main-
tained at the Cochran home, later called 
Oakleigh.
	 For a number of years, the family of J.E. 
Line, who directed the mills at Gadsden, 
resided at Oakleigh. The place was eventu-
ally destroyed by fire.
	 Built and owned by a South Carolina 
family, the old Cochran house was put to-
gether with wooden pegs with not a single 
iron nail in the building, which was colo-
nial in design.
	 Pine trees for miles around were cut and 
hauled to the railroad by ox teams. The 
railroad then carried the trees to the Coosa, 
rolled into the river from a bluff and lashed 
together with hickory bark and saplings. 

The logs were formed into long rafts that 
were towed to Gadsden by means of long 
towlines fastened to a stanchion on the rear 
top deck of the boat.
The rafts were far enough back to escape 
the pull of the waves kicked up by the rear 
paddle wheels. A boat with a long raft in 
tow was an imposing sight on the river. 
	 Steamers such as Etowah Bill, The City 
of Gadsden, The Joel Marable, The City of 
Rome, The Hill City, The Clifford B. Seay, 
The John J. Seay, The Sidney P. Smith, The 
Willie C. Wagnon, The Cherokee, The Ala-
bama, The Sam W. Line, The Crawford, 
The Coosawattee, The Hercules, The Lau-
ra Moore and The Alpharetta were used.
	 The river pilots expertly maneuvered the 
boats so that the rafts could negotiate the 
bends in the river. The rafts were anchored 
at the Kittrell, Line & Winchester, Pogue, 
Smith, Lay, Kyle and Herzberg mills.
	 There were times when the logs extend-
ed far out into the river. When that occ-
urred, the logs were hoisted into the mills 
and on to carriages by means of specially 
built cable cars on inclines.
	 W.H. Wilson, a U.S. Army veteran who 
came to this area from Pennsylvania with 
J.E. Line, was the engineer of the loco-
motive on the Greensport railroad. W.H. 
Wilson was the father of Charlie Wilson, 
a longtime employee of the city water sys-
tem.
	 Several sawmills located in the interior 
drew on the western half of Calhoun Coun-
ty for their logs. One was at Peek’s Hill, 
which was run for many years by John 
Pruitt. The logs were hauled on almost im-
passable roads by ox teams, and the lumber 
was marketed the same way. Some of that 

section was reforested in an inexpert way 
and yielded a good amount of timber dur-
ing World War II.

It’s the first week of school. Cue the sweet 
social media posts with cuties in brand new 
shoes, sparkling smiles, and stain-free shirts. 
Excited teachers sharing video tours of pris-
tine classrooms, and a few pictures with 
students sprinkled in from the “Meet the 
Teacher” festivities. It’s the most wonderful 
time of the year. The excitement and tangible 
joy is second only to the Christmas season. 

Yet, beneath the surface of the glitter and 
glee, reality sets in. Teachers are still reel-
ing over the fact that summer was way too 
short, and their list of “To Dos” is still “To 
Be Done.” But the love of teaching and the 
desire to make a difference in another set of 
students’ lives will pull them out of summer 
serenity and rally them to soar spectacularly.

While teachers are gearing up, parents are 
navigating their own emotional terrain. Most 
of them mentally checked out of summer 
break as soon as the first fireworks lit up the 
sky the week before Independence Day. The 
unending messes, full cart of groceries that 
didn’t even make it to the snack cabinet, and 
the sibling rivals had even the best of them 
begging for mercy. They love their kiddos, 
but they crave the structured days of school. 

Then there’s the other group. The ones 
holding on a little tighter. These mommas 

and daddies can’t believe it’s over. Worries 
about bullies, state testing and news head-
lines have them looking for work-from-
home jobs. They thrive in the slow mornings 
and carefree days, sweetened by random 
hugs and close proximity to their precious 
ones. 

It’s the second group of parents that stirred 
my heart this week. My middle granddaugh-
ter started kindergarten Thursday, so I’ve 
had a front row seat to the highs and lows 
of emotions as my daughter and son-in-law 
have grappled over the choice of home-
school or public school. Meanwhile, at this 
one’s 5th birthday party, I listened to sweet 
mommas share about their own season of 
scary choices: one in the newborn stage, 
smack dab in the middle of the hormonal 
heart storm and just plain hard, and one with 
a toddler, wondering if she should please 
people or parent from a place of empower-
ment. So many questions. Sincere and very 
real concerns, borne from hearts longing to 
make good and wise decisions — ones that 
honor God and grow confident children who 
love Jesus with all their hearts, souls, minds 
and strength. 

These heartfelt conversations reminded 
me of a story shared by a friend. Her daughter 
was taking care of our dog a while ago, and 
because it had gotten dark, my friend came, 
too. We live in a wooded area, away from 
streetlights, so it was pitch black. I had for-
gotten to tell her about the neighbor’s dogs 
— a black and a white Great Pyrenees. She 
and her daughters drove up and sat frozen in 
their cars, pinned in by the ferocious barks of 
the friendly furballs for a few minutes before 
finding courage to escape. Laughing, she 
told me how her mind imagined creatures 
lurking in the woods as they walked. “I only 

had my cell phone,” she said, “and it made 
a lousy flashlight.” She could only see one 
tiny step in front of her feet at a time. 

That image brought Psalm 119:105 to 
mind, “Your word is a lamp unto my feet and 
a light to my path” (ESV). In thinking about 
daunting decisions, fear creeps in like dark-
ness — clouding our judgement and making 
even familiar paths feel uncertain. Like for-
est phantoms, our minds can be flooded with 
haunting doubts, imagining every frighten-
ing scenario. It’s paralyzing.  

In parenting, this fear is often magnified. 
Out of love for our kids, we want so much to 
make perfect decisions. We are terrified that 
we will make a choice that will ruin their 
lives or cause lasting harm. But the truth is, 
a perfect parent doesn’t exist, just as there 
isn’t a universal guidebook for every child 
and every situation. What we do have is a 
perfect guide and a dimly lit path. It requires 
close communication (through prayer and 
Bible reading) and total dependence on His 
light, which reveals the way forward, often 
one step at a time. 

So, my advice to my girl and her sweet 
friends this past weekend is also my en-
couragement for us. May we seek Jesus in 
every step and follow His leading. He will 
guide with peace that aligns with the truth of 
His word. The promise is that if we seek the 
Lord, we will find Him. He is not trying to 
trick us. So, take heart. When you walk life’s 
path with His Word lighting your way, you 
can trust that even the smallest step or deci-
sion is guided by a faithful God who delights 
in being found.

A local church is meeting elsewhere during 
renovations, and their electronic sign flashes, 
“Temporary worship.” It is only the next pan-
el that tells the current location, so be patient!

This made me think about temporary wor-
ship I was in for a few weeks.

I was pastor at First Baptist Church, Selma, 
when we did some major roof and ceiling 
repairs. We asked (at the time) First Presby-
terian across the street if we might use their 
sanctuary for the ten weeks. Our neighbors 
responded with kindness. We scheduled wor-
ship in their facility at 9:30 a.m. so as to be out 
of the way for their 11 a.m. worship, and we 
had Bible study in our facility at 10:45.

Our members liked the new times, so we 
began worship in our newly reworked sanctu-
ary at 10:45 instead of the customary 11.

I remember an anxious church member 
who asked in a business meeting if the new 
time meant our traditional one-hour service 

would now require an extra 15 minutes. I 
think I responded with gentleness, but the an-
swer was too complicated to handle quickly.

At one time we had a season with some 
complaints that the pastor often “ran over 
time,” though no concluding time was posted. 
Our music minister actually took a stopwatch 
(this is before we all had them on our phones) 
and recorded the time taken by everyone who 
had a role, demonstrating that I as the preach-
er wasn’t the only one expending time.

Evangelical churches normally have at least 
four or five major components of worship on 
Sundays including prayer, scripture reading, 
preaching and commitment. We might plan 
for an hour, but this may depend on extenuat-
ing circumstances.

One spring I asked a few members to share 
their conversion experiences on Sundays, tak-
ing five-seven minutes. One lady took 20! 
And sometimes there is the unforeseen that 
may not be printed in the bulletin. For ex-
ample, when denominational leaders show up 
unexpectedly, I most often ask them to give 

greetings.
If a church has a posted time to begin and 

to end, this ought to be respected, of course. 
Churches with multiple services do this every 
week.

But on the other hand, evangelicals say 
we’re sensitive to the Holy Spirit. If signifi-
cant public commitments are made, or some 
special prayer needs arise or some national 
life-changing moment occurs (think elections 
or Desert Storm or 9/11), I think church mem-
bers agree we must forego our plans and fo-
cus on the eternal, not the temporal.

One wit suggested, “The clock struck 12 
and the church gave up her dead.”

Whatever time the final “amen” is spoken, I 
trust we’re more alive than dead and go forth 
to serve a needy world.

NOW THEREFORE, BE 
IT ORDAINED BY THE 
CITY COUNCIL OF 
THE CITY OF GADS-
DEN, ALABAMA, as 
follows:
Section1.	
Chapter 118 – Traffic and 
Vehicles, Article V – Ve-
hicle Size, Weight and 
Load, Division 2 – Truck 
Routes is repealed and 
then substituted to read 
as follows: 
Sec. 118-241. – Defini-
tions 
The following words, 
terms and phrases, 
when used in this di-
vision, shall have the 
meanings ascribed to 
them in this section, ex-
cept where the context 
clearly indicates a dif-
ferent meaning:
Deviating truck means a 
truck which leaves and 
departs from a truck 
route while traveling in-
side the City.
Truck means any vehi-
cle, machine, tractor, 
trailer, or semitrailer 
propelled or drawn by 
mechanical power and 
used upon the high-
ways or streets in the 
transportation of pas-
sengers, property or 
any combination there-
of determined by the 
Federal Motor Carrier 
Safety Administration, 
but does not include 
any vehicle, locomo-
tive or car operated 
exclusively on a rail or 
rails.
