
Gov. Kay Ivey has announced a nearly $3 
million grant to help the city of Gadsden ad-
vance its plans to build a multi-use urban gre-
enway.

The grant from the federal Land and Water 
Conservation Fund will be used to construct 
the Downtown Gadsden Greenway along a 
former railroad bed which will ultimately 
connect to the Black Creek Trail System and 
provide access to sports parks, community 
centers, waterways and more.

“The Downtown Gadsden Greenway is a 
mammoth undertaking by the city of Gadsden, 
but one that will pay dividends for residents 
and visitors and help the city showcase its as-
sets,” Gov. Ivey said. “I congratulate the city 

on this endeavor, and I am pleased to announce 
this award.”

The 2.5-mile, 8-foot-wide asphalt trail with 
lighted areas along the greenway will begin 
at the corner of Cabot Avenue and Peachtree 
Street and will run between Tuscaloosa Av-
enue and U.S. Highway 431 before ending at 
North Fourth Street and North Third Street, 
connecting with the Black Creek Trail System. 
Trailheads will be constructed at each end of 
the trail.

The city plans to ultimately create a trail 
loop around the city, according to Gadsden of-
�¿�F�L�D�O�V��

The grant was awarded through LWCF’s 
Outdoor Recreation Legacy Partnership pro-

gram. The Land and Water Conservation Fund 
is a program of the U.S. Department of the In-
terior. The LWCF program is administered in 
Alabama by the Department of Economic and 
Community Affairs.

“City and area leaders are to be commended 
for their hard work and vision to bring this 
project to fruition,” ADECA Director Kenneth 
Boswell said. “ADECA joins Gov. Ivey in con-
gratulating the city of Gadsden for pursuing 
this worthwhile goal that will greatly enhance 
the city.”

ADECA manages a range of programs that 
support law enforcement, economic develop-
ment, recreation, energy conservation and wa-
ter resource management.

Gadsden recycling program boosts savings

Gadsden Recycling has diverted one million pounds of 
cardboard out of Noble Hill Land Fill resulting in an es-
timated saving of $48,000 annually, according to its eco-
nomic report presented to the city council on Tuesday, Au-
gust 5.

The recycling center, located at 306 Henry St. in Gads-
den, began operations in 2014, three months ago Marc 
Golden stepped in as recycling supervisor.

“Marc took over and he has done some great things over 
there,” Mayor Craig Ford said. “We are hoping to invest in 
a conveyor belt that would help him go through the recy-
cling faster for them.”

Since Golden has assumed the leadership role, the center 
has added an equipment operator 1, has increased its card-
board processing and has increased safety measures includ-

The conveyor belt would speed up the process by about 
40 percent, according to Golden, who said the bottleneck 
of the entire operation is unloading and throwing the card-
board into the baler by hand. Due to the narrow space in 
front of the baler, increasing output safely has been chal-
lenging until the conveyor can be installed.

The center has also received grants totaling $47,200 for 
a new truck and tarps for several of the trailers. Currently 
there are 78 trailers, 63 of which are on location at all times. 
57 are in Gadsden, three are in Attalla, one is in Reece City 
and two are in Hokes Bluff. The additional trailers are used 
to replace the current ones so the locations are never with-
out a spot to put the boxes.

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On average, 11 trailers 
are replaced daily, accord-
ing to Golden. Three driv-
ers are responsible for trav-
eling to the sites to bring 
the trailers back where they 
are then sorted by hand to 
remove any trash, plastic 
and styrofoam and then 
loaded into the baler. 

The processed cardboard 
is then sold to WestRock 
Huntsville averaging 

around $75 per ton, bring-
ing in about $36,000 per 
year, according to Golden’s 
report. Overall, the center’s 
gross revenue from sales 
is estimated to be around 
$84,000 per year.

The Alabama Public Service Com-
mission (APSC) wants to remind 
homeowners to contact 811 at least 
two days before starting digging 
projects in their yards or around their 
homes. 

“Whether you're a homeowner 
tackling a weekend project or a con-
tractor on the job, contacting 811 
before you dig is essential,” APSC 
President Cynthia Lee Almond said. 
“It’s a free and simple step that pro-
tects lives, prevents costly damage, 
and ensures you avoid any under-
ground utility lines. Just dial 811 
or visit al811.com before you break

a safe and successful project.” 

When calling 811, homeowners 
and contractors are connected to the 
state-wide one-call center, which

Erosion, previous digging projects 
and uneven surfaces can cause util-
ity line depth to vary. Utility lines 
need to be properly marked because, 
even when digging only a few inches 

or digging in a location that’s previ-
ously been marked, the risk of strik-
ing an underground utility line still 
exists.

“Aug. 11 serves as a very important 
safety reminder we want everyone to 
take note of before starting their next 
backyard project,” APSC Commis-
sioner Jeremy H. Oden said. “The 
simple yet critical step of contacting 
811 not only ensures the safety of the 
homeowner before they dig, but also 
helps avoid timely and costly repairs, 
inconvenience and outages.”

We are back in our school routine, 
and part of that is swapping back over 
from fend-for-yourself snacks and din-
ners during much of the summer to 
scheduled and planned meals. And, 
those meals usually include some kind 
of quick family game of cards or trivia 
of some sort. This week, we discovered 
a new-to-us game that is a lot of fun 
and on-brand for our family: Origins of 
Expressions. In this game, players have 
90 seconds to jot down what they either 
know a phrase means, or make up their 
best guess, as well as where they think 
it came from. Some memorable phrases 
we have guessed and giggled our way 
through so far at the dinner table include 

“against the grain,” “party pooper,” and 
“ill wind.” Those were some hysterical 
guesses. 

Words and phrases are something we 
have always discussed in our family. 
Our kids have large vocabularies, but 
sometimes words and phrases get mixed 
up and the results can be devastating 
or hilarious — and every mix-up is a 
learning opportunity. Some words and 
phrases we let slide, of course, mostly 
because they are adorable when kids 
are little. My son used to say “bixit” for 
“biscuit,” for example. But, some mix-
ups have to be corrected because words 
have power, even if that power is just 
clear communication. And, sometimes, 
words have an almost magical ability 
to remind us of other things, or jog our 
memories regarding a forgotten task. I 
was chatting with someone the other day 
and she said the phrase “magic word” 
(but not in the truly Southern remind-
you-to-say-Thank-You way), and it sud-
denly reminded me that I’d forgotten to 
compose an email I needed to send. It 
was a seemingly random connection that 
my brain made, and I was grateful for 
the nudge. 

This “magical” reminder got me 
thinking about how our brains make the 
connections they spin out constantly. 
I get it when it comes to visual images 
reminding us of other, similar images. 
That tangible, sensory connection makes 
sense: bare tree branches do look a lot 
like sea coral/lace/root systems/ maps, 
and so on — but the ways our brains can 
make connections from seemingly ran-
dom words and phrases amazes me. 

So, I looked it up. There are a lot of 
studies and articles about this exact top-
ic! 

Apparently, when we read or are con-
versing with others, our brains are con-
tinuously trying to predict what is about 
to be said, or why something is being 
said, as if a background program is run-
ning as we go about our days. Each time 
we see or hear or read something, our 
brain is shuffling and clicking through 
previous understandings and situations 
and images, comparing them, and recog-
nizing non-verbal clues — these puzzle 
pieces are constantly being tried and fit 
together to create meaning. When we 
learn a new word, phrase, or concept, 
poof! We suddenly have a new reference 

stored for later. 
Sometimes, those references get jum-

bled up, though, and we end up with 
malapropisms (when one word is acci-
dentally used in place of another — and 
often in a humorous way), unintended 
puns, and so on. There are times, though, 
when these references are jumbled or 
swapped on purpose, as a tool writers, 
poets, songwriters, comedians use to 
great effect. This type of word play can 
be hilarious, poignant, powerful, even 
magical. The ability to engage in in-
tentional word play is one that requires 
mental flexibility, reading comprehen-
sion, and a large vocabulary — all of 
which do much more than help us put 
punny sayings on cards (you donut want 
to miss out on that!). These skills keep 
our brains young, healthy, help prevent 
dementia, and can provide hours of en-
tertainment, as well. 

Just ask my family after reading ev-
eryone’s origin guesses of “party poop-
er” after dinner the other night.

Back to school routines
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Back in July, 1900, the Nashville, 
Chattanooga & St. Louis Railroad is-
sued an order requesting employes to 
desist from smoking cigarettes. The or-
der included head officials as well as the 
brakemen and office boys, but did not 
prohibit the pipe or the cigar.

Employes were given to understand 
that cigarette smokers would not be 
tolerated or given employment. A news 
item of that day said that all large cor-

porations were gradually establishing a 
similar rule.

That was in the good old days when 
many agencies including churches the 
WCTU and various medical associations 
were busy condemning the cigarette 
habit.

Many preachers preached against it 
and medical authorities everywhere 
warned that it was injurious to health 
and even a sure road to mental degenera-
cy, to say nothing of being a filthy habit.

Preachers referred to cigarettes as cof-
fin tacks. Pictures of lungs filled with 
nicotine were shown during lectures and 
the lectures themselves were enough to 
scare a smoker to death, but it didn’t 
keep boys from incurring the habit or old 
men from enjoying a smoke.

It was argued that the paper wrapping 
contained a deadly narcotic. Radio pro-
grams later became cluttered with adver-
tisements of this and that brand of ciga-

rettes. There was much medical mumbo 
jumbo going the rounds, but none of it 
was needed to encourage the smoking of 
cigarettes.

At about the time that the railroad is-
sued its order here, Casey Dunlap, a 
young fellow from Coosa County, came 
here to clerk in the Johnson House, a ho-
tel operated by his uncle, the late Charlie 
Manning. As he clerked, he studied for 
the ministry.

After he had been ordained, he was put 
at the head of the Anti-Cigarette League 
in Alabama and was sent all over the 
state to form units of that organization.

He had the confidence and enthusiasm 
of youth and for a long time he really 
believed that he was getting somewhere. 
He was well equipped to tell audiences 
of the evils of smoking especially of 
smoking cigarettes.

There were others, but it is hardly 
likely that it is effective anywhere, for 

women and young girls because smokers 
of the so-called coffin tacks of the good 
old days. In fact, the said tacks are in 
almost universal use and that is nothing 
that the reformers can do about it.

Some of us have been cigarette smok-
ers since early childhood. Some of us 
started the habit just to imitate the older 
boys and elderly men. Some of us started 
by smoking rabbit tobacco, corn silks, 
fig leaves and the like, but practically all 
of us were headed toward the goal of be-
ing incurable smokers.

It is likely that not one of us would ar-
gue that cigarettes ever did anybody any 
good, but none would deny that a good 
cigarette is a solace. The United States 
had the best cigarettes in the world. 
They were in demand in every country 
on the globe.
