The average age
at diagnosis is 10 years old, while adults average 66 years old. Most new cancer
diagnoses in children are for leukemia and brain or central nervous system
cancers. As of 2018, 4,317 children and teens under age 20 were diagnosed with
central nervous system tumors, which accounts for 25 percents of total cancer
diagnoses in the age group of 0-19 years old.
