It is estimated that there will be 13.7 million cases of childhood cancer between 2020-2050.
Unless there are major improvements in diagnosis and treatments. An estimated 45 percent
of cases will go undiagnosed and an estimated 11.1 million children will die if no further
investments in interventions are made. Some of the unwanted side effects of cancer treatments
cause more harm to children than they do to adults. Childhood cancer is not one disease —
there are more than 12 major types of pediatric cancers and over 100 subtypes. The average
age at diagnosis is 10 years old, while adults average 66 years old. Most new cancer diagnoses
in children are for leukemia and brain or central nervous system cancers. As of 2018, 4,317
children and teens under age 20 were diagnosed with central nervous system tumors, which
accounts for 25 percents of total cancer diagnoses in the age group of 0-19 years old.
