The goal is to help young people de-
velop leadership skills and the ability to 
think critically, said Alabama Farmers Fed-
eration Ag Leadership Programs Director 
Hunter McBrayer.

Jeremy Stovall named director of bands at JSU
Dr. Jeremy Stovall has been 

named the next Director of Bands 
at Jacksonville State University, 
President Don C. Killingsworth, Jr., 
has announced. A longtime mem-
ber of the JSU music faculty and a 
two-time graduate of the university, 
Stovall succeeds Dr. Ken Bodiford, 
who will retire at the end of the cur-
rent marching season, effective Jan. 
1, 2026.

“Dr. Stovall is an exceptional ed-
ucator and musician whose talent, 
professionalism, and leadership 
have already made a lasting impact 
on our band program,” said Presi-
dent Killingsworth. 

The formal announcement was 
made during the Annual South-

erners Reunion Dinner on Friday 
evening. The event drew a record 
crowd of alumni, students, and 
friends after Dr. Bodiford recently 
announced he will retire at the end 
of the current marching season af-
ter 32 years leading the Marching 
Southerners and more than four de-
cades of service to JSU.

“It's an incredible honor to have 
the opportunity to step into this role 
and continue the legacy that has 
meant so much to me and to gen-
erations of Southerners,” said Dr. 
Stovall. A native of nearby Annis-
ton, Dr. Stovall has already devoted 
more than 25 years to the Marching 
Southerners, starting with his time 
marching under Dr. Bodiford's 

leadership as a student. A two-time 
graduate of Jacksonville State Uni-
versity, Stovall earned his Bachelor 
of Arts in Music Education in 2003 
and his Master of Arts in 2005 be-
fore completing his Doctor of Mu-
sical Arts in Wind Conducting at 
the University of Alabama in 2018.

As Assistant Director of Bands 
and Associate Professor at JSU, 
he has conducted the university's 
Symphonic Band and Pep Band 
(Hardcorps), taught courses in con-
ducting and marching band tech-
niques, and instructed the Marching

The chief complaint was about hitching 
horses to shade trees downtown and espe-
cially in front of stores on Broad Street.

One of the loudest complaints was in the 
late 1890s when shoppers and others per-
sisted in using the trees around the First 
Methodist Church as hitching posts.

Men and women would drive their bug-

gies to the Fifth Street front and Chestnut 
Street side of the Church and keep them 
there for hours at the time, much to the 
annoyance of worshippers and to those 
forced to walk by them.

Frequently the horses would get up on 
the sidewalks, causing pedestrians to take 
to the streets.

There were many trees on the Chestnut 
Street side and a few on the Fifth Street 
side. A big one stood in the middle of Fifth 
Street, directly opposite the front entrance 

of the church and it did not come down un-
til it became a dangerous obstacle to traf-

scene.

Saddle horses hitched on Broad Street 
had the habit of mounting the sidewalks 
and frequently stood across them with their 
heels close to show windows.

The thrill of having your own library card

This week as we go into Thanksgiving, 
I wanted to focus on the dishes that we sit  
back and think about all year long. These 
are the dishes we think about all year long, 
yet we  hold them back, saving them for 
the holidays, as if restraint itself makes 

them sacred.  When I’ve asked people 
about their favorite foods, dressing almost 
always rises to the top.  It’s simple, yes, but 
it carries nostalgia in every bite. That per-
fect balance of sage can take  you straight 
back to your grandmother’s table, where 
she made it just right. That’s why I  wanted 
to share the way I learned to make dress-
ing in a crockpot. It’s a method that’s as  
thrifty as it is delicious, and one that frees 
up the oven for all the other holiday favor-
ites. As  you scoop it from the crockpot this 
year, I hope your holidays are surrounded 
by love and  family, with laughter echoing 
around the table and memories being cre-
ated in every bite.  These recipes are more 
than food; they are traditions, reminders, 
and gifts we pass  forward, year after year. 

Crockpot Dressing 
1 recipe of cornbread 
1 whole rotisserie chicken 
4 sliced bread 
1 small onion, chopped 
2 stalks celery, chopped 
2 teaspoons sage, to taste 
2 teaspoons poultry seasoning, to taste 
Salt and pepper, to taste 
2 10.5 oz cans of cream of chicken 
1 stick of butter, melted 
2 cups chicken broth 

Spray crockpot with nonstick spray. 
You’re going to start with your favorite  
cornbread. Once it is cooled, crumble into 
pieces and put in a crockpot. Tear 4 pieces 

of  sliced bread and add them to the crock-
pot. Add onion, celery, sage, and poultry 
seasoning,  one can of cream of chicken, 
chicken broth, melted butter, salt and pep-
per to taste. Gently  mix everything to-
gether. Top with the other can of cream of 
chicken. Cover and cook on low for 4 hours 
or until dressing is cooked through. I add 
my shredded chicken during the last  hour 
of cooking, so it doesn’t dry out. (Make 
sure not to forget the cranberry sauce!)

Joseph’s story teaches us this: trouble 

is our training ground. Every disappoint-
ment, every closed door, every confusing 
season is God building your character, 
stretching your capacity, and anchoring 
your dependence on Him.

Don’t despise the process. Embrace it.
God is preparing you for what He’s al-

ready prepared for you.
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Faith, family and forever
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The gap between vision and reality

November is National Adoption Month. 
It began as a week-long initiative in 1976, 
and grew into a month-long observance 
in 1995 under President Clinton. When 
I looked into how adoption has changed 
over the decades, I was struck by what I 
found. Adoptions have actually declined 
since 1970, when about 175,000 children 
were adopted — mostly infants. Today, the 
majority of the more than 90,000 adop-
tions involve older children in foster care. 
The reasons behind this shift are complex 
and often heartbreaking. And yet, the need 
remains urgent: at the end of 2023, more 
than 77,000 children were still waiting for 
a forever family nationwide. 

Adoption carries a tension that is hard 
to ignore. It is both beautiful and broken 
— a picture of hope born out of loss. Ev-
ery adoption story begins with a fracture, a 

separation that leaves a mark. And yet, in 
that brokenness, love steps in and creates 
something new, something redemptive. 
That reality can feel overwhelming, even 
scary, because it means stepping into pain 
as well as joy. 

My family has experienced that tension. 
As I sat in my daughter’s living room 

watching her (then) four-year-old make a 
hair-style tutorial with me as her customer, 
I couldn’t help but think of the story be-
neath the funny faces of this little, lioness-
hearted one. She’s the one who wears a 
ballet tutu with boxing gloves. The one 
who is always a half-step ahead of her old-
er (by 9 months) sister in pranks and mak-

most primal level.

Adoption is beautiful, but it begins with 
brokenness. Watching her navigate the 
questions of belonging — why she doesn’t 
look like her siblings — I’m reminded of a 
deeper truth: we all want to belong. And, in 
Christ, God answers that longing by adopt-
ing us into His family, calling us His own. 
Yet, even as we rejoice in that truth, we live 
in the tension Paul describes in Romans 
8:23. We are fully His, yet still waiting for 

the fullness of what adoption means. 
Just as earthly adoption begins with 

loss — a child separated from birth par-
ents — our spiritual adoption begins with 
a void created by the reality of sin. We are 
estranged from God, carrying wounds we 
can not name but feel the consequences of. 
This sin separates us from our Heavenly 
Father. But, He does not leave us in that 
brokenness. His Love steps in to create 
something new — something redemptive. 

Our granddaughter belongs to her family 
completely, yet she still feels the ache of

same way, Christians belong fully to God, 
yet we groan inwardly, longing for com-
plete redemption. This is the “already/not 
yet” of the Gospel: we are adopted, but we 
await the day when every wound is healed 
and every question answered. 

Adoption — both earthly and spiritual 
— is a picture of redemption. It reminds 
us that beauty and brokenness can — and 
do — coexist. We celebrate the joy of be-
longing while acknowledging the ache of 
waiting. And, as believers, we cling to the 
promise: one day, the groaning will end, 
and we will stand whole before our Father. 

Let us thank Jesus for the gift of family 
and the miracle of adoption. Remember the 
parents who open their hearts and homes, 

and the children who bring joy and teach 
us resilience. But never forget that adop-
tion begins with loss. Pray for the healing 
and hope of Jesus to cover every wound — 
in every heart. 

Father wrap Your loving arms around 
every child who wonders where they be-
long, and remind them that they are fear-
fully and wonderfully made, chosen, and 
deeply loved by You. And for parents navi-
gating hard questions and tender moments, 
we ask that You grant wisdom, patience, 
and grace. Fill their homes with Peace that 
passes understanding. Give them strength 
in the struggles, joy in the journey, and 
faith that Your redemption story is still un-
folding.
